Ensure compliance with safety procedures, camp policies, and First Aid/CPR protocols.

Requirements:

Enthusiasm, creativity, and a genuine passion for youth development.

Ability to work weekends and summer program schedules.

Candidates must be between 15-30 years of age, a Canadian citizen/permanent

resident/refugee protection status, and have a valid SIN.

A valid Standard First Aid with CPR-C certification and a clear Vulnerable Sector Check are

required prior to start date (not reimbursed).

Assets:

Experience in STEM programming, arts instruction, sports leadership, or outdoor education.

Background in youth mentorship, coaching, or community engagement.

Knowledge of inclusive practices supporting diversity and accessibility.

Fluency in multiple languages (reading, writing, speaking, and listening).

Access to a vehicle and a valid Ontario driver’s license.
